WINEMAKER’S NOTE

A cool and windy spring provided a
challeging flowering period resulting
in lower yields. Despite these
challenges, a cool growing season
complimented by a warm and dry
February and March, created ideal
ripening conditions. The wines
from our Lenswood vineyard are of
exceptional quality, showing good
flavour, high natural acidity and
great balance.

Hand picked and spontaneously
fermented in small vats with varying
amounts of whole bunch clusters
and whole berry. Ferments are hand
plunged once a day for gentle tannin
extraction. The 2024 Vue Du Nord is
comprised of 5 clones (777, 114, 115,
MV6 and D5V12). Individual ferments
are kept separate dependant on
block and clone and blended post
maturation.

Appearance: Medium cherry red. _ —

Aroma: Vibrant red fruits up and
about, with both sweet fresh red
cherries and a touch of sour cherry
giving a delightful frist impression,
before dried herbs and spices make
themselves known with some earthy
notes chiming in for complexity.

Palate: More cherries, with some
intense dark cherry chiming in
alongside some lovely oak influences
and more herbs popping up with,
sage, clove and thyme notable, all
framed around balanced natural
acidity and persistent but fine tannins
that make for a long, delicious
mouthful.

Summary: This is a classy and
wonderful example of our estate
grown Pinot Noir with that reflects
the vintage and the interplay of
the different Pinot clones across
our vineyard. Enjoy with duck ragu
pappardelle.
