Low in alcohol, with bright acidity and loads of fruit
in the mouth, this gently sparkling red wine is the
ideal complement to the rich foods of the Emilia
region.

‘Labrusca’, the ancient name for Lambrusco, is
made from the local varieties Salamino (85%) and
Ancellotta (15%), using the charmat method with
an unusually long three month fermentation
under pressure to form a lasting, fine bead. The
wine is robust, with notes of dark berry, spice and
a little bit of charcuterie complexity.

Fabio Lini and his daughter, Alicia proudly
produce the best Lambruschi we've ever
tasted, conferred by Daniele Cernilli, (editor
of Gambero Rosso) who pronounced Lini the
“best Lambrusco in the world.”

Established in 1910, Lini is a family run

winery - Alicia Lini is the fourth generation
winemaker, producing a range of Lambruschi that
are elegant, vibrant, complex, refreshing and dry
versions that shine with simple foods such as
cured meats and antipasti.
